And to enhance the magic of an intimate garden dining experience, 

the firm worked with mossArchitects to focus light on the living and climbing landscape that envelopes the hidden courtyard 

at Pusadee’s Garden. 

In its lighting design practice, Clear Story emphasizes the interrelationship of the natural and built environment in amenity 

spaces like these, amplifying a connection that delivers a more balanced experience of context and elevated sense of place.
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
